Will Complete Freedom Make a Believer Continue in Sin?

John 8: 31-36
The Lord said, “If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.”   Those born of the Spirit of God and given faith in Christ have been made free indeed by the Lord Jesus Christ.
